here is an old familiar song that we sang called God’s Amazing Grace. This song is like a diamond ring to a Bride, an Inauguration to the President, a million dollars to those who are poverty stricken. The song is shallow enough for a babe to sit in it without the fear of drowning. Nothing can take the place of this amazing song. It's song over the dead and to those who are alive.
The pledge of Allegiance cannot replace it because the pledge of Allegiance has failed to give respect to God. The National Anthem cannot replace it because the National Anthem put emphasis on God’s creation but has failed to recognize the omnipotence of the sovereign.

The history of this song starts with a man named John Newton. This young man was born in London in July 24th 1725. He was the son of a commander of a merchant ship which sailed the Mediterranean Sea. When John Newton was eleven he sailed with his father on six voyages before he retired. On board the ship were Black African Slaves who were tortured and sold into slavery.
John Newton was there and observed helpless slaves who were starved to death, their eyes were knocked out and some were beaten and thrown aboard to drown because of malnutrition. 
James Newton vacated this ship because of the lack of respect. At his own request he was exchanged into service on another slave ship, and by the voice of the task master's wife he became a servant of a slave trader and was brutally abused.

The day came in 1748 as John Newton was in the field with the slaves a friend of John’s father a sea captain rescued John and he became a captain of his own ship which helped the delivered slaves.    

On May 10th 1748 on his homeward voyage a violent storm arose and the ship was in danger; John kneeled down aboard the sinking ship and prayed the Father, “Lord Have Mercy Upon Us”. This day is known as the conversion day of John Newton. This day is the day that John Newton became a child of the King.
In (Hebrews 4:16 KJV) it demonstrated how John came to the Lord: “Let us there come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in the time of need.”
It use to be the only way you could go to God was by the Priest of Israel. There was a  vile of separation but today there is no vile. Jesus caused it to split half in two on the day of his crucifixion as it was ripped by the Divine Powers of God from top to bottom.
