Now this next information is very disturbing, for this woman has just experienced the partaking of cannibalism by eating her own son just a day ago. And was promise by the other woman who made a verbal vow that they’ll consume her living man child on tomorrow. When the next day arrived the woman with the living child had a change of heart.
