his passage discusses God’s unbelievable Agape love. Here in this chapter we find the enlightenment of God’s Agape love as found in (John 3:16). Agape love goes much further than the Phileo love which is brotherly love. It is a love which gives his life for a sibling. Agape love is very much different because it’s a sacrificial love, a love that gives itself for those without strength. It includes those that are ungodly, sinners, and it also covers the enemies of God as well. 

So let’s dialog a little while and see what Paul had to say about the Life, Love, and the Legacy of Jesus Christ. Paul tells us that:
I. Jesus Inventoried The Reason For The Sinner’s Situation:
 For when we were yet without strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly. (Romans 5:6)
"It all happened in the Fullness of Time"
It all started in the Garden of Eden:

In studying the theology of the Garden of Eden, we would need to focus closely on the rib that was pulled from Adam's side. Adam was the first man to have surgery performed on him and it was performed by God. It is described in (Genesis 2:21-24)  on how God removed a rib from Adam and "closed up the place with flesh". Somehow, God then formed a woman (Eve) using this rib. It is then explained that because of this fact that a man and woman are to be united as husband and wife. And we as Saints of God consider this as being the institution of marriage as set forth by God Himself.
21 And the Lord God caused a deep sleep to fall upon Adam, and he slept: and he took one of his ribs, and closed up the flesh instead thereof;22 And the rib, which the Lord God had taken from man, made he a woman, and brought her unto the man.23 And Adam said, This is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh: she shall be called Woman, because she was taken out of Man.24 Therefore shall a man leave his father and his mother, and shall cleave unto his wife: and they shall be one flesh. (Genesis 2:21-24)
Adam and Eve had the perfect marriage in the garden with a unending honeymoon. They didn't have to work but could enjoy the stimulation of learning from their perfect environment. They could study animals, plants, art, and astronomy. In the Garden of Eden there was no business, no newspapers or books, no machinery, nor internet.
