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May I Have A Refill?
(Ephesians 5:18 KJV)
And be not drunk with wine, wherein is excess; but be filled with the Spirit;

urprisingly many Christians struggle with not only defining who the Holy Spirit is, but what His purpose is in our lives. Is he supposed to be our life's good luck charm? Is He not only the GPS but the road map that we should follow for life's directions and decisions? Is He our long distance connection to God in Heaven? Is He our rabbit foot in our pocket, a dime tied around our ankles, or rather our four leaf clover? Or does He do something else all together.
In the past we've heard tremendous testimonies' of who and what the Holy Spirit is exactly. We've seen Him introduced as a supernatural force who's gives the finite limited power. We've seen the Holy Spirit introduced as a dove, fire, wind, oil and or smoke—but what does the Holy Spirit actually looks and fill like?

Now in relation to the Holy Spirit—in the eyes of God there are only two kinds of people in the world—those who are lost and those who are saved; those who are in Jesus and those are in Adam; those who walk in light and those who walk in darkness; those who live according to the flesh and those who live according to the Spirit. This difference is absolute and not obsolete.

As we dig deeper, let's acknowledge that there are degrees of people in both categories. There are many people who are not saved, but they live clean, pure, highly moral and ethical lives. On the other hand, there are many who are saved who really do not mind the things of God, and are not living for God as they should. But regardless of where you may be in the ladder of your life, you are either ascending toward heaven on the ladder of the Spirit, or you are descending into hell on the ladder of the flesh. Either you belong to God or you do not.

Ironically, a person may be in the Spirit, but be living in the flesh. You can do many things in the flesh. You can preach a sermon in the flesh. You can sing a solo in the flesh. You can teach a Sunday School lesson in the flesh. You can drop a tithe in the offering plate in the flesh. But be reminded that the flesh can't save you—you have to be filled with the spirit of God. "So May I Have A Refill?"
The Holy Spirit was poured out on the Day of Pentecost, but the apostles throughout their ministry were all given a refill. Now we don't need another Pentecost, but we do need to continually appropriate what has been made available for us at Pentecost. And that's the fulfilling and Refilling of the Holy Spirit. Yes, that's right! Each of us needs a refilling of the Holy Spirit from time to time.
For instance, when you are in a restaurant, you may order a iced cold glass of raspberry lemonade, and after a while, the server will come and offer you a refill. So you get a refill. But if when you get the refill and the cup is nasty, you'll return the drink and ask for another one or leave the restaurant and find some place cleaner. In the same way, God wants to refill you with His Holy Spirit. So Lord, "May I Have A Refill? It is not enough that one be filled with the Holy Spirit once. We need a new filling of the Holy Spirit for each new emergency of Christian service. But we have to be clean (in the right standing with God to receive the refill).
Now let's set the record straight—uncleanness has no part with God, no part whatsoever. The profession of a person does not matter: if he practices any immoral things, he will not share in the kingdom of Christ and of God. He may have houses, lands, and all kinds of possessions; but he does not have one scrap of the kingdom. He has lost all that is really worth having. Note the specific sins that doom a person from receiving the full affect of the Holy Spirit—listed here in Ephesians are some things that are not consider being the Spirit of God:
· Being a "whoremonger" illicit sexual intercourse; fornication; prostitution; immoral behavior.

· Being an "unclean person" unclean, immoral, dirty thoughts or behavior.

· Being a "covetous person" 

· Being an "idolater" 

There are deceivers walking all about us. There are people who will tell us—that sex is the normal and natural thing for man—that a onetime affair will not hurt—that it is acceptable and will not harm us. They'll tell us that securing possessions is normal behavior and banking and storing up is acceptable. It builds position, ego, and self-image, and that could never be wrong; and having more than what we need enables us to give to help the needy as we desire. So, what does Ephesians say about us possessing the Holy Spirit. 
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
