Nightmare At Pilate House


Nightmare at Pilate's House
(Matthew 27:19 KJV)
“While he was sitting on the judgment seat, his wife sent to him, saying, "Have nothing to do with that just Man, for I have suffered many things today in a dream because of Him.”

I

n this chapter Jesus now appears before Pilate after the betrayal by Judas and unlawful arrest. Here’s what’s interesting in the episode of this chapter. It's not the Roman Cohort doing the arresting - it's a multitude of individuals who didn't agree with Jesus' spiritual ideology. This is Jesus’ third civil trial before Pilate the governor of Rome. This is the last time Jesus will be questioned before His crucifixion. After carefully interrogating and running a background check on Jesus - Pilate couldn't find any fault with Him; and neither could Herod. Moreover let's set the scene concerning the six unjust trails of our Savior before dealing with Pilates' wife dream (nightmare). 
The first stop, after the arrest in the Garden of Gethsemane, was at the home of an older man, the ex-high priest, Annas. It was likely that the Lord was brought to him first since he was more experienced and might perhaps extract something from Jesus with which they might charge Him.
First Trail - Annas
The first man before whom Jesus stood was a crook. He was removed from office as High Priest. (John 18:13) tells us they led Jesus to Annas. Why Annas? He was fired as the High Priest! He was the father-in-law of Caiaphas, the High Priest and this should have been the first stop. What's the father-in-law doing seeing an accused man at 2 o'clock in the morning when he is no longer in the court? That's Caiaphas's job. But listen! They are in it together. 

Well, do you remember when Jesus put together some leather thongs, and he made a whip, and went into the temple and he drove the moneychangers from the temple (Matthew 21:12, Mark 11:15)?  Well, the man in charge of that operation at the time was named Annas, who was the High Priest at that time. He has been the High Priest for seventeen years. He was the leader and boss of the temple and money changers that were in the temple courts. Annas never forgot the time Jesus drove them out of the temple and he lost all that money. And he wrote down in his mind, “One of these days, buddy, I'm going to get back at you.” And now he's got his chance. Watch folk who wants to put you on trial for something that happened in the pass! These are the type of games children play.
Second Trial - Caiaphas

Caiaphas as a moderator got together a group of men about 3:30 in the morning. It's dark and illegal to have a preliminary hearing, it's illegal because they're in the wrong place, Caiaphas' house, and they’re not in the council chamber. It's a secret meeting; it's a havoc of commotion and confusion going on! Caiaphas has to get this case down to Pilate. He was told by his father-in-law that he wants this man killed! And Caiaphas knows that he has no witnesses! So what does he do?

Caiaphas said to Jesus, “I adjure thee by the living God, that thou tell us whether thou be the Christ, the Son of God" (Matthew 26:3) Jesus agrees! He was simply laying a prophesy on Caiaphas that he couldn't handle. And in good legal fashion, Caiaphas grabbed the collar of his robe and he gave it a yank and tore it. 
According to (Leviticus 21:10), the high Priest was to never tear his robes, yet Caiaphas did just that at the trial of Jesus as recorded in (Mark 14:52) and (Matthew 26:65). I'm amazed to think that the first High Priest to tear his robe does so at the very moment that Christ Jesus is becoming the new and final High Priest forever. As Caiaphas tears his robe, his office is being torn away from him though he doesn't even know it. 

By the tearing of his robe it’s suggested that Caiaphas agreed to proceed with the death penalty but cowardly passed Jesus off to someone else to do the dirty work. In fact according to (Marks 14:63), all the men condemned him. Then they added some extracurricular activities; they spit on him, covered his face and beat him with their fists, and mocked him.
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
