(Psalm 15:1-5 KJV)
1Lord, who shall abide in thy tabernacle? who shall dwell in thy holy hill? 2 He that walketh uprightly, and worketh righteousness, and speaketh the truth in his heart.3 He that backbiteth not with his tongue, nor doeth evil to his neighbour, nor taketh up a reproach against his neighbour.4 In whose eyes a vile person is contemned; but he honoureth them that fear the Lord. He that sweareth to his own hurt, and changeth not.5 He that putteth not out his money to usury, nor taketh reward against the innocent. He that doeth these things shall never be moved.

he Sanctuary should indeed be set apart for the specific purpose of worshiping God and the proclaiming of His word, will, and way. It should have a different look. And the congregant should have for it a desirable love. Also it should have a different feel. As the congregant would have a devoted faith.  It should be a holy place, that is recognized as such by all who enter through its sacred, solemn, and sacrificial doors. There are certain things that should take place in the Sanctuary and there are certain things that should never take place in the Sanctuary. Why? Because it is a holy place. It is the place where we meet with God to give him glory, and put satan and his elm's spiritual heads, under the Lord's garrison, and deactivate his derogative assignment. Now believe it or not, satan has God's Sanctuary on his hit list. And he won't stop until we stagger and scandalize the place where we worship the most. And again that's the Sanctuary!
So, what is God’s sanctuary? Probably too many of us think of it only as a church building. In its widest, richest sense, God’s sanctuary is wherever we experience God. It is the place where our heart is. On Sunday a church building becomes a sanctuary, as God’s people come as saints to make up the building blocks of God’s spiritual temple. There we are strengthened, and structured for another week of work, another week of serving God, out in the sanctuary of God’s viewable world.
I. Godly Equality Is Not An Option:
1Lord, who shall abide in thy tabernacle? who shall dwell in thy holy hill? 2 He that walketh uprightly, and worketh righteousness, and speaketh the truth in his heart. (Psalm 15:1-2)
In the text, David speaks of God’s tabernacle. Biblical history records that the Jewish temple was constructed by Solomon, David’s son. In the Old Testament, God didn’t have a permanent temple in David’s time. Instead, Israel centered its worship on the “Tent of Meeting,” also called the Tabernacle. It was a very enormous tent, whereas the Ark of the Covenant was secured. In David’s time, he had moved that Tabernacle to his capital city of Jerusalem, and placed it on the highest hill called Mount Zion. That’s what David means by “holy hill.” Mount Zion was referred to as God’s mountain, a holy mountain, set apart for His use and kept pure for His glamorous, and glittering glory. This was a place of worship, and considered God’s house of worship. This is the first thing David is describing according to the text. The first thing I want you to phantom is, "who is it right now, that has the desire to draw nearer to worship God?" Who is entitled to stand before our holy and magisterial God and offer Him theatricalize praise?
Let me hurriedly suggest these few golden nuggets, that if we are going to abide in the tabernacle together, and if we're going to stand on the holy hill together. One must remember, that the church belongs to the Lord. This building in which we come to worship, does not belong to one individual, but rather it belong to God the immaculate. 
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
