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(1st Corinthians 15:50-52 KJV)

50Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; neither doth corruption inherit incorruption.51 Behold, I shew you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed,52 In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.
I

n the text Paul has come face to face with reality—that the believers of the Corinthian church haven't come to grips on the concepts and the reality, concerning the Resurrection of the saints of God. Indeed they are troubled about those who have died before the majestic, and magnificent return of Christ. In fact their cognitive understanding of the resurrection, derived from false teachers within the congregation who were  making the word of God, inaccessible concerning doctrine, inactive concerning devotion and inaccurate concerning the discernment of their belief. They were taught with a callous dignity that there was no such thing as a resurrection!
The church in Corinth was a typical church swimming around in the state of extreme confusion, complication, and major commotions—everywhere you turned there was tension, and turmoil as the devil constantly tackled the team players of the ministry. In fact, Peace packed up his briefcase and left the scene, as Perplexity unpacked his bags and took up sanction. Undoubtedly, we should all agree from our in-depth bible studies that the body of Christ at Corinth was full of problems—and had a lot of precarious questions concerning the Resurrection of the dead. They were dangerously lacking in security and stability of their faith and the hope of the resurrection. 
So, Paul who has suffered for the sake of the Gospel, now stands on the platform of divine truth and defends the very fibers of the resurrection and resolves the conflicting doctrinal issues which points to our Lord and Savior's—life, death, burial, resurrection, ascension, intercession, descension, and finally the collection of the Saints of God from the grave. Paul, implicitly encourages the Christians that the dead saints will not be abandoned, but they will rise to meet the Lord together with those who remain and are alive. Paul's intriguing description of this astounding event is none other than, "The Day of the Great Awakening!!" 
So, Paul will now elaborate on the major philosophies of his day. Here are the three philosophies that he deals with in this chapter—the historical biblical record records that Stoicism said the soul merged into Deity at death, and there was a destruction of personality.  So, Paul in defense applied that our bodies shall rise. Epicureanism said there was no existence beyond death. Paul replies in defense of the Gospel, that  Jesus Christ was raised from the dead and our bodies, too, shall rise. Platonism believed in the immortality of the soul but denied the bodily resurrection. Paul says that our physical bodies shall be made alive as spiritual bodies especially on "The Day of the Great Awakening!!"


I. The Desirable Atmosphere:
50Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; neither doth corruption inherit incorruption.
To thoroughly understand this text, we must benchmark the fuller simplicity of the verse of what Paul is trying to convey. Paul is not communicating that flesh and blood will not inherit the kingdom, but that "corruptible" flesh and blood will not. He is comparing the natural to the spiritual, the earthly to the heavenly, and the perishable to the imperishable. These mortal bodies will put on immortality. Paul is simply saying a resurrection with a bodily change is coming. Insomuch, that Jesus also confirms this after His resurrection as well!

(Luke 24:37-39 KJV)

37 But they were terrified and affrighted, and supposed that they had seen a spirit.38 And he said unto them, Why are ye troubled? and why do thoughts arise in your hearts?39 Behold my hands and my feet, that it is I myself: handle me, and see; for a spirit hath not flesh and bones, as ye see me have.
So, in other word—in order to enjoy heaven's atmosphere we will all have to be change on the day of the great awakening! This old man (flesh of Adam) will have to put on the new man (the likeness of Christ), a repair shop can't fix the wretched body and soul of the anthropos—this sinful earthy flesh cannot inherit the kingdom of God in the shape that it's cocooned. Paul is saying, "this body must be put into the ground, like a seed. It will then in the latter day of the Great Awakening, come up a transfigured body, a new tabernacle for us to live in. It will not be identical to the old body, and yet it will be like the old body, but a transfigured one!" 
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
