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The Sick List!!!!!
(James 5:14-15 KJV)

14 Is any sick among you? let him call for the elders of the church; and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord: 15 And the prayer of faith shall save the sick, and the Lord shall raise him up; and if he have committed sins, they shall be forgiven him.

e now live in a world that many multiplicities of sicknesses have evaded our territories. We occupy a day and age whereby we substitute our presence of visitation for the sick, by utilizing residential phones, cell phones, text messages, and social media, as a substitution of our bodily appearances before them—knowingly comprehending  that they are indeed sick and the shut in. 
Moreover, It seem as if our tender hospitality of yester years have vanish—and has been replace with hostility and spiritual vandalism for our brothers and sister who's on the sick list. And ultimately as saints we cannot hold hostage the old clichés that, "Times has changed" but we must openly admit—that in fact time has remained the same as God has spoken, but we as His creatures, have become calloused in our communication concerning and identifying one another sicknesses. So, James gives us the recipes to handling this issue, and the remedy of responsibility to the Elder's of the Church. 
First of all, let's set the record straight. What is an Elder of the church in this text? The elders of the church are the people called by God to tend to the overall well-being of the church – both corporately and individually. He's one who supervises, protects, guards, keeps watch, over-seer, inspector, protector, and administers church discipline where appropriate. Also he's one who’s "leading, instructing, and shepherding the people of God constantly. And if the truth is told, "there's never a dull moment in the Elder's ministry."
The Elders (plural) of the church are very important. The New Testament pattern is a plurality of elders in each local church. The elders (Pastor) are ones who direct the affairs of the church along with the assistance of the deacons. In fact they work together as a team, and not Tarantulas. So, in order to work together as a team, the overflowing anointing of the leadership must occupy the spiritual standing of the follower. It has been said, "You can't be a good leader unless you're a good follower!
(1 Timothy 5:17 KJV)

Let the elders that rule well be counted worthy of double honour, especially they who labour in the word and doctrine.
• Pastor Timothy in Ephesus (1 Timothy 5:17) had elders helping him “direct the affairs of the church.”

• Titus in Crete (Titus 1:5)


• James in Jerusalem (Acts 12:17; 15:13; also Galatians 2:12).

• This pattern was foreshadowed in the Old Testament “church in the wilderness” (Acts 7:38, KJV). The main leader Moses was assisted by seventy elders (Numbers 11:16-17). 

• The Jerusalem church—led by men trained by Jesus Himself!—had elders (note the plural).


It was the apostle Paul made sure that the churches he established were left under the spiritual oversight of local church elders.

Elders share the burden of the primary church leader:
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
