It seems difficult for Christians today to walk with God for a single day. However, Enoch’s heart was in harmony with God's will. There were others, who were dedicated to the cause of righteousness, and had fellowship with God and one another. But here is a man that had a continued walk with God and He took him.

II. Enoch's Requirement for God:

a) Enoch’s Preaching:

In Enoch's generation there were many multitudes, a large majority of the people, who did not believe in God. They did not believe Noah, and they did not believe Enoch. The same is true of our generation, "I won’t believe in God, until I see Him for myself."

Enoch didn't mince his words when he preached to an ungodly nation. You didn't have to wonder what message Enoch was trying to get across. When Enoch preached to an ungodly world he warned of the impending verdict and called for repentance.

What I like about Enoch. He called sin out for its face value. His preaching was not like the twenty first century charismatic preacher. These days among our preachers, it seems as if it's more about entertainment and emotions, rather than spiritual enrichment in our churches. 

Today, we call sin "failure," or we say we've made "a mistake". We call pride "self-esteem", selfishness "fulfillment," lust "an instinct." If we cheat on our taxes, we call it "protecting our own interests." If we commit adultery, we call it "an endeavor to save the marriage." We call murdering an unborn child "terminating a pregnancy." But Enoch called sin, sin and evil, evil.

b) Enoch's Praise:

I can imagine Enoch's important agenda along with the burden of preaching was to praise God. There are seven types of praise in our Holy Bible, and with my sanctified imagination. I think Enoch imperatively fulfilled each of them. Let's look at each of them closely:



Yadah Praise - This means to worship with the extended hands, and to lift your hands unto the Lord. It carries the meaning of absolute surrender as a young child does to a parent, "pick me up Lord, I'm all yours."

Tehillah Praise - This means to sing out loud as if there's a violin in your voice. But! Perhaps if you can't say a word, "Just wave your hands."

Barak Praise - This means to kneel or to bow. Furthermore, this means to give reverence to God as an act of adoration.

Halal Praise - This means to make a show, or to boast in the Lord. The truth to the matter, “folks already have you on their gossiping list,” so provide them with something more to talk about.

Towdah Praise - This mean to thank God before it’s already done. The attitude for Towdah is, “I'm thanking God. I'm agreeing with God that it is as He says. I don't care what it looks like. I'm agreeing with what His Word says.”

Zamar Praise - This means to sing with instruments. When you play the instrument; play them like it's your last time.

Shabach Praise - This means to address in a loud tone, a loud adoration, or a shout. Proclaim with a loud voice unashamed to exhibit the Lord.

If you want the same relationship that Enoch had with the Lord, you must learn how to Praise Him.



III. Enoch's Removal by God:

What happened to Enoch? "God took him." Nature did not take him. Disease did not take him. Death did not take him. The scripture says, "God took him." Enoch never tasted death as we know it. Enoch was born, he lived, and he ascended to heaven. Enoch's faith claimed the righteousness of God, and his faith looked upon the celestial city. 

We are also preparing for God to come and take us for a walk, and in this preparation time. We need to be walking with Him as Enoch walked.
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
