lack Friday is the Friday following Thanksgiving Day that gets us in the spirit of the Christmas holiday season. This is an occasion whereby everything goes on sale or on a clearance rack, in which people arrive early to purchase. And while this is transpiring, God is remaining silent while his Son agonizes in torturous pain. Why then do we call this day, “Black Friday”? We call it Black Friday because He not only suffered for us, but His also suffered in darkness—God caused the darkness by turning His back on sin , not the Son! So, I don't mind about celebrating what the Christians, refer to as spiritually "Black Friday."
I. The Attendance On Black Friday:

And it was about the sixth hour, and there was a darkness over all the earth until the ninth hour. (Luke 23:44)
While in the midst of Jesus' mundane suffering, Luke describes that darkness covered all the earth from the sixth to the ninth hour. In Roman Greek terminology the sixth hour is noon day, and the ninth hour is considered three o'clock in the evening. So in the text, the ninth hour is also the hour of endurance, darkness, and death. Therefore, Jesus hung in darkness for three hours in a parallel position to redeem mankind. Furthermore, darkness is a symbol in Luke's Gospel of ignorance, spiritual blindness, and evil. Also, theologically the sun went out, because Jesus is the light of the world, and two sun couldn't shine at the same time. Now that's a FACT!
Sadly, as those who gathered at Wal-Mart Missionary Baptist Church, Dillard's Catholic Cathedral, and Target Full Gospel Community Church, who were standing in line to get into the store on Black Friday, because of advertisement and excitement — the same theatricalness happened at the cross — where they gathered, and waited in long lines, just to watch Jesus suffer on the cross.
