he first action recorded in this chapter is by the man who is, apparently, the most powerful in the world: Augustus, the first emperor of Rome. He commands that those entire residents within the Roman Empire must be registered for taxation. Among the Jews, the land was allocated according to ancestral genealogy. Whenever the Jews conducted a census, they required those being counted to return to the land of their forefathers. So the Romans apparently agree to follow Jewish customs for registration in Judea, probably in an attempt to gain wider compliance. So every Jew returns to the land of his ancestors to register. 

Joseph and Mary being great with child were among those who returned their hometown of Bethlehem and while there something magnificent happened. The birth of our savior takes place!  Jesus is born within the prophesied city but there was no room for them in the normal place travelers would stay, so the couple stayed elsewhere. According to the chapter they decided to stay in a stable! 

The coming of this child will always be a constant dialog amongst our universe. The greatest revelation of the glory of God even among the heights of heaven, and the coming of this child will bring peace to God’s people. And what's so special about this child is one day, He will fill this whole earth with righteousness and peace. 

Before this child would be born in a Bethlehem, let us be ever reminded that this day was planned in eternity before the creation of the world. · This first point I would like to make is that:
I. The Obscurity of His Birth:

Here is our savior according to the text, lying in a manger in the earthly realm, while never leaving heaven in his majestic realm. There were no halos, no angels hovering over the manger, and no choirs singing in the background. What’s wrong with this picture? 

The answer is simple: Jesus doesn’t belong here. He’s not only Emmanuel (God with Us) but also the Son of God from heaven. He doesn’t deserve to be treated like a vagrant or a criminal.
He deserves the best the world has to offer. He comes from heaven to earth but he ends up in a stable and laid in a manger? How can that be? Let me press the point home another way. God could have done better. Think about it for a moment. Suppose you had all power and could choose the time and place and manner of your son’s birth. Would you choose to have him born outside, in a stable? That doesn’t make any sense. If it does I could hear some folks saying, "I'm going to call the folks on them!" What’s going on here? Why is this happening? Why is there no room in the inn?
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
